May 22nd 2022 
 

Be bold! 
 

This is a great Gospel to hear on this Spring Fest weekend! 
 

Jesus tells His disciples that He will leave soon, but that the Holy Spirt will 
also come soon to strengthen them. That is good news they needed to hear! 
 

The early church had serious challenges so they needed this Holy Spirit   
power. Their culture was either pagan, Jewish, or even against any religion. What does Jesus want His 
disciples to do in that challenging world? 
 

He sends them boldly out to stand up and courageously live their Catholic faith …and precisely into 
that very non-Christian world!
